Hi and sorry for the lack of feedback on the inquiry of 28.10.2020.
We have few resources to follow up various projects and inquiries, therefore this inquiry was set aside without us
having studied the project's content and at the same time direct relevance to Forollhogna National Park and the
conservation values which we manage.
The project looks very exciting ‐ and in one way or another we must contribute so your Climate Walk through "our
areas" will be positive for both climate, nature and people. The good conversation about the challenges is
important.
We can see that the route is planned along the Pilgrim Trail through Forollhogna National Park. The wild reindeer
is an important part of the protection of Forollhogna ‐ and we do not want too much focus or profiling of this
stretch through the national park, as this can lead to increased traffic both here and in more central parts of the
area for wild reindeer. At the same time, a journey through our areas can contribute to understanding and get
attention to the management of the wild reindeer and the wild reindeer's habitats.
Norway has an International responsibility to protect the wild reindeer. The future climate with increased
temperatures is one of the main challenges for wild reindeer in Norway. It will therefore be important to convey
this as part of your journey through Norway.
Around Forollhogna National Park, we have valleys with summer mountain pastures which are protected
landscapes, where active small‐scale agriculture and animals on open pasture are crucial to maintain species
diversity and habitat types.
Focus on local food and sustainable use of local resources will be important for us to convey together with
knowledge about natural and cultural heritage. We therefore have suggestions for "places to visit" along your way
through Forollhogna.

Statsforvalteren i Trøndelag varsler hermed om at delegert vedtak datert 23. februar 2021 vil bli påklaget av
Statsforvalteren:

Forollhogna nasjonalpark – dispensasjon for bruk av ATV for transport av ved og utstyr på kjørespor fram til
Gorsetbua 2021 – 2024 (saksnr. 2021/504)

 
Begrunnelsen for klagen er i all hovedsak:
Vedtaket er fattet med hjemmel i § 3, punkt 5.3b i verneforskriften for Forollhogna nasjonalpark som bl.a. sier at
det kan gis tillatelse til nødvendig bruk av traktor på barmark etter kartfestede eksisterende
kjørespor/traktorveger for transport av materialer, brensel og utstyr til hytter, buer og setre.
 
Statsforvalteren er av den oppfatning at forvaltningsplanen for Forollhogna har mer liberale retningslinjer enn hva
motorferdselsloven tillater når det gjelder barmarkskjøring, noe som er uheldig. Når nasjonalparkstyret vurderer
søknader om barmarkskjøring må styret/forvalter ta stilling til om behovet kan dekkes på en annen måte. Dette
gjelder uavhengig av om vedtaket er hjemlet direkte i verneforskriften eller i naturmangfoldlovens § 48.
Statsforvalteren kan ikke se at nasjonalparkforvalter har vurdert dette. Forvaltningspraksisen med å innvilge
søknader om barmarkskjøring langs kjørespor/traktorveger uten å ta stilling til om behovet kan dekkes på en
annen måte strider også mot intensjonene i forvaltningsplanen som anmoder om at mest mulig av transporten
utføres vinterstid på snødekt mark.
 
Den samme vurderingen skal kommunen gjøre når de vurderer søknaden opp mot motorferdselsloven og nasjonal
forskrift. Vilkårene for å kunne gi en dispensasjon etter NF skal tolkes strengt, og vilkårene for å gi en dispensasjon
for barmarkskjøring etter verneforskriften skal vurderes minst like strengt. Verneforskriftens § 3, punkt 5.3,
bokstav b sier at det kan gis, ikke at det skal gis. For å minimalisere barmarkskjøringen i nasjonalparken bør det
kun gis tillatelse til barmarkskjøring når det skal transporteres varer, utstyr o.l. som er av en slik karakter at det
ikke er egnet å transportere inn vinterstid på snødekt mark. Selv da skal andre transportmetoder, som bl.a. bruk av
helikopter, vurderes.
 
Transportbehovet som er beskrevet i søknaden fra fjellstyrene i Budalen datert 11. januar 2021 er knyttet til
transport av ved, propan, annet utstyr og materialer for vedlikehold av Gorsetbua. Alt dette kan med fordel
transporteres inn til Gorsetbua med snøscooter vinterstid på snødekt mark.
 
Statsforvalteren vil komme med mer utdypende klage på vedtaket i løpet av uke 10.
